Renovations - Bar

As outlined in the Chairman® report above the bar area has been significantly enlarged and
temporary shelving has been installed today, thanks to Grayson Summers. A new hot water
system has been installed, which still needs some further work. This will happen on Monday, July
5. From now to the time when the final update of the bar is to occur, those working in the bar have
the opportunity to think about and plan a bar layout that is attractive, functional and provides a
good working environment.

Renovations - Kitchen

The purchase of larger fridge for the kitchen was the catalyst for thinking about updating elements
of the kitchen. A number of design/layout iterations have been considered. The agreed position is
that the entire stove-end of the kitchen will be refurbished. This will generate a larger storage
capacity, and ensure a one-off complete and uniform refurbishment. A quotation for the work has
been organised.

Warringal Hospital extension program

John Starmans and | attended a meeting with the hospital CEO and business manager on
Thursday, July 1. The meeting outlined the timeline for the building works, the expected daily
number of truck movements, how the car park area at the northern end of our top Green will be
utilised and the hospitalOs interest in having continued access through the car park area once all
building efforts have finished.

The first stage of the extension program is expected to start during the third quarter this year, last
about two years, and will see the addition of three storeys added to the existing building at the
western end of the car park. Further building /extensions to other areas of the hospital will take a
further two or three years.

Our ClubOs concern is to ensu the integrity of our top Green throughout the building program.

To this end we stated that:

1. The proposed shade cloth screening around the Green to reduce dust getting on the Green
was not acceptable and the screen needed to be a solid wooden structure.

2. Part of the retaining wall along the park side of the car park is to be knocked down so trucks can
drop off building materials into the part of the park which will be sequestered for this purpose.

An opening in the retaining wall makes our top Green vulnerable to flooding from water running off
the park. Here again we stated this was not acceptable, and if it were to remain part of the building
plan, we would expect the hospital to pay for increasing the height of the northern boundary wall of
the Green using the same type of concrete sleepers used along the Stradbroke Ave side of the
Green.

3. The majority of the car park area to the north of the top Green will house construction huts/
offices. These may be a double storey structure on top of a steel structure whose height will be
sufficient to enable trucks to pass underneath. We raised questions about how close this complete
structure would be to the northern boundary of the Green and if it could be broken up with the
occasional space rather than a solid structure.

It is expected that another meeting will be held very soon to provide feedback on our demands and

questions.!
